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Meeting with a florist can be done anywhere from one
year to six months before the big day. By this point,
you should have already chosen the date, venue,
wedding attire, and color palette, as these factors can
impact your flower arrangements. It's essential to find
a florist whose work you admire, and who understands
your wedding style, vision, and budget the best.
